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God created the cosmos, the earth, and at least all

major life forms in six, twenty-four hour days about 10,000
years ago; God created the cosmos and the earth over
billions of years, and all life forms over millions of years
using genetic variations and natural selection; the cosmos,
the earth, and all life forms arose over 14 billion years from
a purely natural process involving nothing but physical
laws and matter in mindless motion. God made humans to
consist of two separate parts: body and soul (or mind or
spirit); God made humans as an integrated whole with the
soul (or mind or spirit) arising from and dependant on the
body; humans consist of nothing but the physical body.
These three very different views on two separate issues
(origins and the nature of the human body/soul) illustrate
the significant differences that exist between people,
including some Christians,
on how to relate the findings
of science to Christian belief.
In this article, | will outline
three broad views for relating
science and Christianity and
illustrate  what | think the
most useful view by briefly
examining the famous
episode between Galileo and
the Catholic church.
The first view relating
Science and Christianity is the conflict model. On this
view, Science and Christianity are seen as reaching
opposing conclusions about the nature and meaning of the
universe and everything in it % including humans. This is
illustrated in Figure 1 as two separate circles at opposite
ends of a double-headed arrow. Science and Christianity
are believed to be locked in combat battling for the right to
shape what and how we think about the world and
ourselves.

The second view, the separation model, describes the
relationship between Science and Christianity not as conflict,
but as unrelated or different kinds of knowledge. On this
view, Science provides information about the structure and
operation of the physical universe, while Christianity informs
about meaning and purpose. Roughly, Science provides
answers to “how” questions, while Christianity provides
answers to “why” questions. This is illustrated in Figure 2 as
two non-intersecting circles.

The third view, the partially overlapping model, describes
the relationship between Science and Christianity as
sometimes involving similar or related kinds of knowledge.
On this view, all truth ultimately comes from God whether
from special revelation or the careful investigation of nature.
This allows both Science and Christianity to engage in fruitful
conversation on some issues. This is illustrated in Figure 3
as two overlapping circles.
